In order to expedite the processing of your application for an Eagle Exhibition Permit, make sure you include the
following with your completed Fish and Wildlife License/Permit Application, Form 3-200-14a.

The intent of this permit is wildlife education. A minimum number of 12 programs should be presented each
year. This permit is only issued to non-profit organizations. You may be required to provide evidence of non-
profit status, such as an Internal Revenue Service 501(c)(3) statement. Your permit will be subject to reevaluation
if this condition is not met.
